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MULTI-MODAL TEXTS
Picture books that use words and images are regarded as multi-modal texts. A good picture book appeals to all ages. There are some picture books that are more sophisticated and appeal to older readers. Many contain powerful messages. Others are highly entertaining. 

A successful picture book makes you think long after you have closed the book. You should also be aware that often the written text is telling you one thing, but the visual text is sending additional and often conflicting information.
